WHEREAS, local Governments are experiencing a loss of revenues due to the slow down in the economy as a result of COVID-19 response; and
WHEREAS, local governments are responsible for maintaining essential services such as police, fire protection, sanitation, drinking water, waste disposal services, Code enforcement, Tax collection, Care and Maintenance of 57.6 miles of Town Roads; and
WHEREAS, the loss of revenues to local governments threaten the provision of these essential services that local governments must provide the public to maintain public health and Safety: and
WHEREAS, The United States Congress is considering providing additional aid to Americans through the Coronavirus Aid, Relief and Economic Securities (CARES) Act: and
WHEREAS, a bipartisan Congressional Delegation from New York State has requested Federal financial assistance be provided through the CARES ACT DIRECTLY to Local Governments to offset the loss of local revenues to maintain essential services; and
WHEREAS, The Congressional Delegation has requested that the Governors of each state certify that such funds will not be used to supplant or reduce direct financial assistance currently provided to local Governments; and
NOW THEREFORE, The Town Council of the Town of Corning hereby supports the New York State’s Bipartisan Congressional Delegation’s request for Federal funding DIRECTLY to local governments in the State of New York to offset the loss of revenues due to the COVID-19 Pandemic.
