On a motion made by Councilwoman Mullen the Town Clerks July report was approved.  Councilman Fiscus seconded.  All were in favor and the motion carried.

HIGHWAY PURCHASE
The motion to approve the emergency highway purchase of tractor trailer truck not to exceed $55,000 was made by Councilwoman Mullen and seconded by Councilman Fiscus.  This truck replaces a 2002 Volvo Truck to be sold as is and the proceeds to go onto the new truck purchase.  All in favor, motion carried.

AMR CONTRACT
Councilwoman Mullen made the motion to approve the 5-year contract with AMR ambulance service for the Town of Corning in conjunction with the Town of Erwin and the City of Corning.  Councilman Fiscus seconded.  All were in favor.  Motion carried.  This contract will assure a 1% increase for each of the next five years.

LABELLA STUDY DISCUSSION
The discussion regarding the feasibility study for the new fire department was approved on a motion made by Councilwoman Mullen and seconded by Councilman Fiscus.  All were in favor to discuss.  The motion carried.  Supervisor Feehan explained that the Fire District will also contribute to the cost of this study, however the Village of South Corning will not.  There are many options this study will investigate. 

LABELLA STUDY APPROVAL
Councilwoman Mullen made the motion to approve the first phase of the Labella proposal which is the Program and feasibility study at a cost of $8,200.00 with the remainder due at completion of the report.  Councilman Fiscus seconded.  All were in favor and the motion carried.

BUILDING AND GROUNDS REPORT
On a motion made by Councilwoman Mullen and seconded by Councilman Fiscus the August B & G report was approved. All in favor. Motion carried.

POPE RESIGNATION
The motion to accept Richard Popes resignation from the Planning Board (with 32 years of service) was made by Councilwoman Mullen and seconded by Councilman Fiscus.  All in favor.  Carried.  Councilwoman Mullen would like to send flowers to thank him for his years of service.  Supervisor Feehan suggests a plaque.  A secondary motion was made by Councilwoman Mullen to acquire a plaque not to exceed $150.00 for Mr. Pope.  Councilman Fiscus seconded.  All in favor, motion carried.

MUNICIPAL SOLUTIONS CONTRACT
Councilwoman Mullen made the motion to authorize the supervisor to execute the financial contract with municipal solutions for 2021-2022 year.  Councilman Fiscus seconded.  All in favor, motion carried.

DICKERSON ROA
The motion to approve the ROA submitted by Avonne Dickerson was made by Councilwoman Mullen and seconded by Councilman Fiscus.  All in favor, motion carried.
