Open Meeting

Minutes
The Board reviewed meeting minutes from October 25, 2022.  Donna Gridley noted a typo on the second page.  Wayne Bennet asked for a motion to approve minutes after correction was made; motion made by Donna Gridley and seconded by Sara Hale.  Motion was passed.

Coulter Subdivision, 3546 Markle Hollow Road, Big Flats, NY

Applicants were present. They wish to subdivide 50.6 acres off their 230-acre parcel.  It’s in an R1 zone.  There were no questions for the applicants.

Wayne Bennett asked for a motion for the Planning Board will classify this as an unlisted action and claim lead agency; motion made by Donna Gridley and seconded by Sara Hale.  Motion passed.

Wayne Bennett asked for a motion to open the public hearing.  Motion was made by Sara Hale and seconded by Donna Gridley.  Motion passed with no comments. Public hearing was closed by Chair Bennett. 

Wayne Bennett led the Board through the 11 question SEQR Part II Impact Assessment Form. Board members answered all questions with a “no”. 

Wayne Bennett asked for a motion for a declaration of negative environmental significance; motion made by Donna Gridley and seconded by Sara Hale.  Motion was passed.

Wayne Bennett asked for a motion to approve subdivision; motion made by Donna Gridley and seconded by Sara Hale.  Motion was passed.

Wayne Bennett asked for a motion to have chair sign plats; motion made by Donna Gridley and seconded by Sara Hale.  Chair then signed all plats and advised applicants that they have 62 days to file.


Other Business  

Computer:  There was discussion around a statement that the Town Board declared that computer needs to come out of Planning Board budget.  No one appeared to know who controlled the budget or how much was available.  Sara Hale asked if the Zoning Board would be able to share the cost.  

Wayne Bennett asked for motion to approve purchase of a computer for the Secretary;  motion was made by Sara Hale and seconded by Donna Gridley.  Motion was passed.

Donna Gridley said that she would attend the next Town Board meeting and find out who manages the Planning Board budget.  Members were questioning if Kim Feehan was in charge of budgets.  Barbara Sammis indicated that she would try to communicate with Kim Feehan regarding budget matters.

Brad Laverty suggested that a resolution be formed to purchase a laptop for secretary and forward that resolution to the Town Board.  

Wayne Bennett asked for a motion to approve the resolution requesting the Town Board to approve the purchase of a laptop for the PBZBA Secretary; motion made by Donna Gridley and seconded by Sara Hale.  Motion passed.  Wayne Bennett said he will email all Board members regarding this resolution.  


Payment for Planning Board members: Barbara will coordinate dates/vouchers for payment for board members.  Members indicated that they never had to sign vouchers so Barbara will just fill them out and bring them to Sue Edwards.  Brian Toy offered to help fill in missing dates as all minutes have not been posted on the Town Board website.  

Brian Toy will amend the secretary’s job description to include this new duty.
