Supervisor Brenning called the meeting to order.

The Pledge of Allegiance was given.

MINUTE APPROVAL
Councilperson Mullen made the motion to approve the meeting minutes for September 2023. Councilperson Sammis seconded. It was unanimously approved. Motion carried.

BUILDING & GROUNDS
The September Building and Grounds report was approved on a motion made by Councilperson Sammis and seconded by Councilperson Fiscus. All in favor. Motion carried.

CLERK REPORT
On a motion made by Councilperson Mullen and seconded by Councilperson Sammis the September Town Clerks report was approved. All were in favor and the motion passed.

HIGHWAY REPORT
The September Highway report was approved on a motion made by Councilperson Mullen and seconded by Councilperson Fiscus. The motion passed unanimously.

SUPERVISOR’S REPORT
Councilperson Sammis made the motion to approve the August Supervisors report.  Councilperson Fiscus seconded. All in favor. Carried.

ABSTRACT APPROVAL
The September abstract was approved on a motion made by Councilperson Mullen and seconded by Councilperson Sammis. All in favor, motion carried.

ZONING BOARD DISCUSSION
The next item to be discussed was the Zoning Board. Currently there are only three members, and it is sometimes difficult to get quorum. Councilmember Mullen has sent two people applications in hopes they may be interested.

RETIREMENT FORM
Councilmember Sammis made the motion to approve the RS2417-A confirming the calculation for credit toward the New York State Retirement System for Ms. Mullen and Ms. Edwawrds. Councilperson Fiscus seconded. The standard hour workday is 7 hours. Ms. Mullen (Councilperson) will receive 2.24 days credit per month and Ms. Edwards (Town Clerk) will receive 21.91days credit per month. BE IT RESOLVED; the Town of Corning Board approves the RS2417-A for New York State Retirement calculated days credit for Councilmember Mullen and Town Clerk Edwards. This form will be posted for thirty days and sent to the NYS Retirement along with these minutes for final approval.

TOWN HALL RENO
On a motion made by Councilmember Fiscus and seconded by Councilperson Sammis the bid process for the Town Hall renovations will be completed and can be sent to those contractors interested in the project. All in favor. Carried. The specs should be completed by next month’s meeting for final approval by the Board.

WATER BILLING SOFTWARE
The motion approving the discussion regarding the new software for water billing was made by Councilperson Mullen and seconded by Councilperson Sammis. All in favor. Motion carried. Software that allows on-line payments will be much more convenient but is also pricey. The board members would like to check other options that allow for on-line payments for all Town business.

SCHOONOVER DR. WATER
Councilmember Mullen made the motion to discuss the Schoonover water project. Councilperson Sammis seconded. All were in favor and the motion was carried.  Supervisor Brenning began by explaining how the project began. Then he explained the cost of the project and how it breaks down for each household. He suggested another meeting with Jeff Smith from Municipal Solutions to answer questions and explain funding options. The residents left their e-mail addresses with the Supervisor for further communication on this matter.
MEETING DATE MOVED
On a motion made by Councilmember Mullen and seconded by Councilmember Sammis, the November board meeting will be moved to the 14th at 7:00 PM due to budget deadlines. All unanimously agreed. Motion carried.

PUBLIC HEARING SET
The motion approving setting a Public Hearing for the November meeting was made by Councilperson Mullen and seconded by Councilperson Sammis. All were in favor and the motion passed.

INFORMATION RELEASE
The motion to approve the discussion regarding the need for improved availability of information to the Town residents was made by Councilperson Mullen and seconded by Councilmember Sammis. All in favor. Carried. Supervisor Brenning suggested hiring a marketing manager of sorts to relay information to various sites used by residents of all ages. He indicated that ARPA funds may be used. This item will be revisited next month.

VISITORS COMMENTS
The County may be contracting to have dead ash trees in the right of way on county roads removed using surplus sales tax revenue. 
The County has a communications director that is contracted every two years to get information to local newspapers and news channels.

ADJOURN
Councilperson Mullen made the motion to adjourn the meeting at 8:16 PM.  Councilperson Sammis seconded, and all were in favor. Motion carried.
